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Guideline of JICA Labo-based Education (LBE) fund 
1. Objective
Enhancement of education and research capacity of academic staff of Faculty of Engineering, Hasanuddin University (UNHAS FE) through research activities is one of the targets of the technical cooperation project. In order to achieve this goal, develop and strengthening an education and research activity by Labo-based Education method in UNHAS FE, the project implements “JICA Labo-based Education (LBE) fund” during the project’s period. 

2. Principles
The JICA LBE fund will be implemented based on the following 3 principles:  Competition, Presentation, and LBE; 
(1) Competition: Those who are awarded the fund will be decided by competition.
(2) Presentation: Research outputs should be widely shared with students and researchers regionally, nationally, and globally.

(3) LBE: Implementation of Labo-based Education will be essential for application.
3. Contents of the fund

(1) Period： 9 month from October 1, 2009 to June 30, 2010
(2) Number of fund：About 10 in total

(3) Amount of fund: IDR 80 million per fund
(4) Purpose of fund: Expenses for equipments, consumables, filed survey, buying books and materials, making materials and publication, and participating in an academic conference in Indonesia are approved. Please note that no honorarium and personnel expense will be allowed.
4. Application Guidelines
4-1. Application requirements
(1) Applicants should be a teaching staff of UNHAS FE.
(2) A research will be implemented, based in a laboratory of UNHAS FE by forming a research group comprised of both teachers and students. 
(3) Application should be approved by a head of department and a head of laboratory.
(4) The awardees are requested to submit a research thesis to an Indonesian and international journal and conference.
(5) A proposed research would be advised by professors of Japanese universities.
4-2. Application documents and procedures
(1) Application documents should be completed in English only.

(2) Applicants are requested to submit an Intention Letter as prescribed Form 1* to the Project Office by Friday July 3, 2009.

(3) Applicants will submit a Draft Research Proposal as prescribed Form 2* to the Project Office by Friday, August 7, 2009. The draft proposal would be elaborated by the instructions of JICA experts who will visit UNHAS FE in middle and late August. Then A Final Research Proposal will be submitted to the project office by Tuesday, September 1, 2009.

Remarks

*1. The amount of equipment per item should not exceed Rp10,000,000 and the followings are not approved as equipment;　ex  digital video cameras, digital still cameras, personal computers, and office furniture

*2. If 2 or more airlines are available to destinations, the cheapest ticket should be approved.

*3. Accommodation allowance per day should be Rp500,000 in Jakarta, Bali, and Sulabaya while Rp400,000 in the other cities.

5. Selection
5-1. Selection committee
A selection committee will evaluate a proposal and select the awardees. The committee consists of representatives from UNHAS FE, JICA experts, and Japanese Supporting Committee.

5-2. Major Criteria for evaluation
(1) Research theme is focus.

(2) Objectives of research are clear.

(3) Research schedule and plan is elaborated.

(4) Cost estimation is reasonable.

(5) To ensure a Japanese advisor is possible. 

5-3. Selection method

(1) A selection committee will screen application documents in early September 2009.

(2) A result of selection will be informed by the end of September 2009.

6. Financial matters*
(1) To disburse the fund, those who are awarded the fund will conclude a contract with the project by the end of September 2009. A financial proposal will be reviewed again at the same time.

(2) The fund will be paid in 3 times; the 1st payment will be 40% of its total, the 2nd be 30%, and the last be the rest.

(3) The awardees should spend the fund and report to the project regularly according to financial regulations of JICA.

7. Presentation of research outputs

(1) The project will organize a seminar for teaching staffs of UNHAS FE to share research outputs after June 2010. The awardees are requested to present their achievements. 
(2) If any research output is appreciated in international level, the project would cover part of expenses to participate in international conferences.
