The Indonesian RECP Programme is implemented by the United Nations Industrial Development Organization (UNIDO) in partnership with the Ministry of Environment and the Ministry of Industry with funding support from the Government of Switzerland. It is aimed at fostering the uptake of Resource Efficient and Cleaner Production (RECP) methods, practices, technologies and policies, through capacity building, industry demonstrations and policy advice. RECP is based on the application of preventive environmental management and total productivity concepts to manufacturing and other sectors, in order to achieve efficient use of natural resources (materials, water and energy), minimization of the generation of wastes and emissions and reduction of chemical and industrial risks (www.unido.org/cp). 
Training participants should have a demonstrable knowledge and experience in process and/or environmental engineering and business management and be familiar with the operation of the business sector in Indonesia. English proficiency at professional level is highly desired.
