This will surely save them from being recalled home by the TPSDP project management. We hope that they will do their paperwork as soon as possible so that they can manage to register before the deadline of registration at Curtin University of Technology for the second semester on August 20, 2004.

We understand that the problem with Ms. Dewiani is very difficult to solve. The project management has rejected the possibility of taking the English Language Bridging (ELB) Program since the beginning. I have been arguing with the project management to keep their chance to participate in the ELB Program open, but they did not listen. Now, the only way to save Ms. Dewiani from being recalled home is by permitting her to register at the University so that she could be given a full status as a Curtin University of Technology graduate student.
